1. Share an experience of receiving loving discipline. How did it make you feel and think?
2. If God is loving, then why is he angry? If God is angry, then how can he be loving?
3. How should the love of God and the wrath of God be understood to relate to each other?
4. Name some misconceptions that people have about the love and the wrath of God?
5. Discuss the love of God and the intent of the atonement. Why is this a "problem" for some people?
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Reflect on the love and wrath of God in your experience and relationship with God. What response is God inviting you to take after hearing this message: a promise to claim, a sin to forsake, a command to obey, a truth to believe?
